DADADADADA…

OVERVIEW 
· A funny tag game in which players will most likely transfer teams multiple times throughout the game, and in the end everybody wins.

SUPPLIES &SETUP
· 6 cones and a length of ground rope.  Construct a large square or rectangle with 4 of the cones then create a very visible midline with the remaining two cones and the ground rope.  Split group into two teams.

INTRODUCTION
· DADADADA is about tagging players on the opposing team so as to convert them onto your own team.  Each team will start on their respective sides and venture into enemy territory seeking to win over new converts.  The catch to this game is that whenever you are in enemy territory you must hold your breath, or you yourself will be captured and converted to the opposing team.  The way that we will all know you are holding your breath is that you must audibly say “DADADADADADADA” for the entire time that you are over in enemy territory.  If at any point in enemy territory you stop saying “DADADADADA,” or take a breath, you will be captured, and must then start working for your new team.

RULES
· As soon as a player crosses the midline into the opposing team’s territory, they must demonstrate that they are holding their breath by saying “DADADADADA.”

· While in enemy territory you can tag as many people as you are able to while still returning back to your home territory before running out of breath.  

· All players who are tagged in such a situation must then switch teams and begin working for their new team.  

· The only defense a player has against being tagged in their home territory is to attempt to appropriately grab their would-be tagger and hold onto them until they run out of breath.  

· If the tagger is being restrained, but can manage to get even one finger across the midline, they have made it home safely and all of their taggees must switch sides accordingly.  

· Play ends when all players from one team have been absorbed into the other team. 

SAFETY
· This can become a very physical activity, so a reminder about taking care of each other is essential.  This is going to include being careful not to hurt anyone, being careful to touch appropriately, and trying to respect others clothing by not ripping a shirt, etc.
