VIRTUAL ICE BREAKER: HAVE YOU EVER?

GOAL  

· To energize the group, to get to know other’s names, and to have fun!  This is a morning activity for the entire group.

SET-UP

· Be sure that everyone can type in the zoom meeting
· Be sure that everyone can hear each other
STORY/RULES

· As the facilitator, you unmute yourself and introduce yourself.

· Instruct the rest of the group to welcome you.  Show them how.  Ex: Snap your fingers twice, clap your hands twice, raise up your hands, and yell out (with energy), “Howdy, (your name)!”  Have them practice the welcome.

· Tell the group you are going to ask them a question.  Explain to them that the question will be phrased, “Have you ever ______?” and the person that is unmuted will fill in the blank.  Whatever the person uses to fill in the blank must be true of the person asking, (you for now) and that the group must answer honestly in response.

· Explain to the group how to answer a question. If they have ever done what you ask of them, they must type in chat “I have!”

· After everyone who has done the thing has typed in chat that they have, the last person to send the message will be the next to go.

· Ask the question!  Ex: Have you ever ridden a bike?
SAFETY

· Keep questions PG-Rated.
· Don’t let the game become too fast paced.
