TAIL TAG VARIATION - RESOURCE TAG
GOAL
· By playing three rounds, each slightly different, the kids will understand how choosing to recycle and use renewable resources will help people to have enough resources to continue living as long as the earth lasts.
SET-UP
· Bandanas (one for each kid), a smaller size room or coned off area of a field or court.
STORY/SET-UP 
· Nonrenewable Resources: natural resources that are either in fixed amounts or cannot be replaced naturally more quickly than they are getting used up (minerals, fossil fuels- coal, oil, gas) 

· Renewable Resources: natural resources that can be replaced naturally at about the same rate that they are used (air, wood, water, solar energy)
· Give each kid a bandana as a flag, which they tuck in their waist belt, so that it hangs down at their side.  Tell them they are all nonrenewable resources and they are trying to be the last one with a flag.  Once you say "go!" everyone tries to pull everyone's flag down to the ground and keep their own.  Once a kid's flag is pulled, he/she goes and stands against the wall, ankles to the wall.  After only one kid is left, you move onto the next round and everyone is back in the game.  Tell them they are now renewable resources.  If their flag is pulled, they must stand against the wall( or you can have them get down on one knee), and can try to grab a flag from someone still in the middle.  They cannot move their feet.  They may also grab a flag that is on the ground within arm's reach.  If they grab a flag, they are [image: image1.png]


back in the game.  This round will last a little longer than the first. 

· Time for the third and final round.  Tell them that they are still renewable resources (can grab others' flags) but now they also have a chance to enter the game if they are 'recycled.'  If they are against the wall, they can yell, "Recycle!" and, if someone in the middle chooses to do so, they can pick up a downed flag and give it to someone against the wall, who then gets back in the game.  This round should last for a long time.   

PROCESSING/DEBRIEF
· Stop it after a while and talk about how the game could now go on forever.  Move onto discussion of what would happen if we chose to recycle consistently.
· Talk with the kids about how the people in the middle had to CHOOSE to give a flag back- we have to choose to recycle.  And if we use renewable resources wisely and recycle, we will never run out of resources.
· We have to CHOOSE to conserve and recycle.
